Q. Why should I pray if God already knows what | need?

A. The Bible says in Matthew 6:8 — “Your Father
knows what you need before you ask him”, but

S the Bible also encourages us to “Pray without
Ceasing”, in 1 Thessalonians 5:17.

This seeming contradiction could question our

need for prayer. So, why should we pray?

i. Prayer positions us to receive what Grace
wants to give.

. ? When we pray, we are not informing God of our
needs, we are talking to God, putting ourselves in an attitude of prayer,
acknowledging our dependence on God, and admitting that we need his help to
resolve our needs.

ii. Prayer is more about relationship, than it is
about Request.

When we pray to God, we focus on Him. We
remind ourselves daily on ‘Who is in-Charge’, not
just in our eternal life, but also in our daily life.
Prayer is more than the gift; it is about the Giver
of the gift.

iii. Prayer is more about Listening to God, than
it is about talking to God.

Too often, our prayers are one-sided-we do all the talking! When we grow to listen
to him, we will discover how to become partners with Him. He will guide us, lead us,
towards fulfilling his work in our lives, and meeting all our needs.

So... let’s get praying!!

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J. HUDSON TAYLOR: GOD'S MIGHTY MAN OF PRAYER — A MISSIONARY STORY

One day, a sailing boat to China, was slowly drifting near
the shores to New Guinea.

Seeing the captain worried, a young Hudson Taylor asked
what the matter was.

"A deep sea current is carrying us to the shores”, the
captain replied.

On the far shore of the island, cannibals could be seen
rushing about and lighting fires in great glee.

"We have done everything that can be done."- The captain cried, “l don’t know what
else to do.”

"No," responded Hudson, there is one thing we haven't done.

We haven’t prayed yet! Let us ask the Lord to give us a breeze immediately”, and he
bowed his head in prayer.

"Nonsense! You cannot pray up a wind." — came the weary reply back.

"Never mind what you think," responded Hudson when he finished praying. "Let
down the sail quickly."

No sooner had the main sail been let down, it was noticed that a breeze had indeed
picked up.

Hudson later wrote in his dairy...

"Thus God encouraged me, in my mission to China, to
bring every variety of need to Him in prayer, and to
expect that He would honor the name of the Lord
Jesus, and give the help which each emergency
required."

"And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will | do,
that the Father may be glorified in the Son." John 14:13

James Hudson Taylor (21 May 1832 — 3 June 1905), was a British Protestant
Christian missionary to China, and founder of the China Inland Mission (CIM).
Taylor spent 51 years in China.

The society that he began, was responsible for bringing over 800 missionaries to the
country, who began 125 schools, and directly resulted in 18,000 Christian
conversions in the country.

Prayer. What is Prayer? Everybody has their own definition of prayer; this
definition varies from life to life. | believe prayer is very personal in our lives. Prayer
to me is conversing with the Almighty, in a similar way | speak to my mom on how
my day went and the events that took place. Prayer is a two-way communication; it is
also a communion. Jesus communed with His Father. His prayers were not just
petitioning to get something. Too often we think of prayer as a way to get God to do
things for us or for others, but the highest purpose of prayer is to deepen our
relationship with Him. Prayer does involve petition and intercession, but it also
includes communion. In petition God does something FOR us, in intercession He does
something THROUGH us, and in communion He does something IN us. When this
line 1s down, our petitions are but idle chatter. God’s power must flow into our lives
as we bow before Him and recognize Him as Lord of all.

The prayer of the broken down:” Help me” This is exactly what is voiced in
Psalm 109 which started off with thanksgiving and adoration which are a vital in a
prayer. David was at the end of his rope: “poor and needy,” his “heart . . . wounded”
(verse. 22), and his body “thin and gaunt” (verse. 24). He was fading “like an evening
shadow” (verse. 23) and sensed himself to be an “object of scorn” in the eyes of his
accusers (verse. 25). In his extreme brokenness, he had nowhere else to turn. He cried
out for the Sovereign Lord to show him the way: “Help me, Lord my God” (verse.
26). There are seasons in our lives when “broken down” says it all. In such times it
can be hard to know what to pray. Our loving God will respond to our simple prayer
for help.
